Besides Arithmetickles’ daytime assembly show, the highly-popular Arithmetickles Math Night gets parents involved by bringing them on stage to join their kids in this show’s funny and inventive math learning process. Often sponsored by parent-teacher or other community organizations, these Math Nights can be combined with crafts and game booths and fundraising activities to make the evening a genuine math fair!
Beginning with 32 shows in 1996, the Arithmetickles shows are now presented more than 750 times a year around the nation, making it the country’s most-performed math assembly.  Arithmetickles has now been seen by more than 1,863,000 school children in the US and Canada, and is currently being translated into Spanish.   

Arithmetickles lives up to its name.  It was created by husband-and-wife-team Sandra and Ben Bendor, who are veteran theatre artists as well as parents of three children.  Concerned by their own kids’ reluctance to learn math through traditional classroom methods, the Bendors decided to apply their comedy skills and theatre experience to inject humor and creativity into an often-dreaded school subject.  The result? Arithmetickles, a show that makes math cool and fun, not only for elementary and middle school students, but also for their teachers and parents. 

The response from both kids and adults has been overwhelmingly positive. “When I told [the 3rd and 4th graders] that the assembly was about math, there was a collective moan,” said a math teacher about a recent Arithmetickles show at Williamstown, NJ’s Oak Knoll School.  “But before the assembly was over, they were cheering for more,“ she continued. “This was educational and entertaining, and there are not many times these two words can be used at the same time in one sentence!”
